 (a) Units.  Temple units may include Nobles of other tem-

ples with the approval of the Potentate of the other temple.  The 

fez of the temple must be worn at all appropriate times except for 

such units which do not normally wear fezzes unless an alternative 

headgear is approved by the Potentate. 

 
 (b) Clubs.  Temple shrine clubs may include Nobles of 

other temples.  All members of the shrine club are eligible to hold 

office.   

 
There is still a need for van drivers to transport our Shrine patients 

to their medical appointments and surgeries in Pasadena.  Our nor-

mal days for transportation are Monday through Thursday.  Occa-

sionally, there is a need for transportation on Friday, but these are 

the exception rather than the rule.  We must have two drivers for 

each trip and one of the drivers must be a Zelzah Shriner.  If you 

can give us a day or more during the month that you can drive 

please contact Mrs. Wise at the office during normal business 

hours and she will get you set up.  We will make sure that you are 

given at least one orientation run and will endeavor to ensure that 

you are paired with a driver who has experience in making these 

runs.
